1. Rule 620.1(c)

(1) Rule 620.1(c) provides that if parties are unable to agree on an arbitral forum for the

settlement of disputes under Rule 620.1(a) or (b), then such parties must settle the dispute by
arbitration before an arbitral forum prescribed by the Exchange.

(2) In discharging the obligation under the said Rule, a Participant must, amongst others, comply
with the requirement set out below.

1.1 Arbitral Forum
If parties are unable to agree on an arbitral forum for the settlement of disputes under Rule
620.1(a) or (b), then such parties must settle the dispute by arbitration administered by the
Kuala Lumpur Regional Centre for Arbitration (“KLRCA”) in accordance with the KLRCA Fast

Track Arbitration Rules.
